ALICE LAKE REMINDER

Tuesday June 19 -The one day whole school trip form is included in this newsletter and is due back by Friday June 8 in Meghan’s cubbie. You must read the 5 page informed consent letter. See Meghan for a copy.
We still need parent volunteers to assist in this joyous afternoon event (you will be glad you did - it is usually lots of fun, provided the weather cooperates, as it usually does!), but the demands are less stringent.  Just let us know if you are coming in advance, by signing up or calling, and by filling in the forms.  An important change this year is that the volunteer driver’s forms have more to them, in that you must attach a faxed copy of your driver’s record to your completed package of forms.
Overnight Camping – June 18-21st 

All parent sponsors and all students are required to attend a mandatory pre-trip meeting at school. If you haven’t attended one of the meetings this week, you must come to the meeting on Wednesday June 13th at 1:30 pm. Talk to Meghan, if you can’t make this meeting 604-254-5115. 

The Monday thru Thursday portion will be an overnight camping trip.  The Tuesday portion will be the usual “whole school day” at the Lake, with all staff present (except for one or two staff members remaining back at the school, for those who do not go on the field trip, but who wish to attend school.) There are different requirements for the two portions of the trip. 
There will be notices at the meeting if you need one.

Monday thru Thursday (overnight camping) portion:       
Students who wish to participate in this overnight camping trip must have a parent sponsor/chaperone WHOM THEY HAVE KNOWN FOR A LONG TIME AND WITH WHOM THEY HAVE AN ESTABLISHED RELATIONSHIP.  (No parents may sponsor students with whom they do not have this kind of previous relationship).  

Parents and students must obtain and fill out all the forms in the Multi-day field trip package and return them to Meghan or Verity BEFORE going to Alice Lake. This package can be picked up from the above mentioned teachers, or from Barbara.  The voluntary drivers forms are new this year, and require one’s driver’s record to be faxed and included in the completed package. Last year’s completed forms are no longer valid.

All parent sponsors/chaperones must be willing to have a criminal record check done, if they are tenting with other children then their own.   This is a requirement.  You need to submit your name and full address to us at the school.  We will submit your name to someone in the NVSD who will send you forms that you will need to take to your local police station and either they will send them back to the school district OR you will need to bring them into the school yourself.   We need this list of names and addresses ahead of time, so call Meghan at (604) 254 5115 to have your name added to the list.  

The overnight camping costs $3.00 per person per night.  Meghan or a designate will collect the money before the trip.
